inaccuracy of the actual height (a
measurement with a revealed that the jump
was not exactly correct)

Will Short and Judy Anderson volunteered to work
with Ed Herdes and review ALL of the jumps that
the club owns, over the Christmas holidays. The
review will determine the condition of the jump
and whether the measurements are accurate. Each
jump will be categorized into four groups:

Discard

Keep for use only at the trial

Keep for use at training

Keep for use as rental

Following the review, it will be determined
whether any jumps need to be replaced or whether
we have sufficient sets to use for all our needs.

Taffy Wille (Trial Secretary) read the thank-you
notes that she received from judges, Steve Pool and
Diane Propst.

Taffy requested feedback from the board regarding
our current policy to allow an individual to request
arefund (even after entries have closed) when their
bitch has come in season. Currently, the refunded
amount is the entry fee less a service charge of
$2.00. Car-Dun-Al aso allows their entrants to
request a refund and they retain a service charge of
$3.00. Taffy verified the policy with AKC and
determined that the refund is at the discretion of
the club - it is not an AKC mandate. Taffy stated
that when someone pulls their entry, it is
administratively costly and also prevents other
exhibitors from getting in the trial. After much
discussion, the board felt that the ultimate decision
should be made by the trial committee, however
the consensus was that we should no longer allow
arefund for exhibitors with bitches in season. The
premium list will need to be modified should the
trial committee approve this change.

1/4 cup Baking Soda
1 teaspoon Liquid Dish Soap

Mix in abucket or bowl: it will be fizzy. Don't put it in a sealed
bottle, could "explode” the lid off.
