The superb teamwork of Bonnie and Pam created tracks with elements that provided a challenging but fair test for each of the
teams participating on Sunday. They also did a wonderful job in arranging the tracks. Each track flowed into the next allowing han-
dlers and dogs and judges and tracklayers to move on and off the fields quickly saving time and energy. Since heat was a major fac-
tor this was especially important to dogs running their tracks as the temperature of the day rose higher. All tracking was compkted
by about 11:30 a.m. on Sunday.

Francene spoke to participants regarding the weather and encouraged all to bring provisions to cool the dogs while on and off the
fields. On Saturday, it was suggested that we have a small wading pool at the pavilion for the animals. Francene brought a garden
hose to fill the pool. Imagine everyone's surprise when it was noted to be a soaker hose and water came streaming out of all the tiny
holes. The hose did work well enough to fill the pool. Both of the judges commented on how pleased they were that the handlers
provided comfort measures for their dogs on the tracks as appropriately needed. No dogs appeared to have suffered any heat stress
during the trial.

Sylvia Schultz, Ingrid Hamburger, and Francene Andresen arranged food and beverages for breakfast and lunch on Saturday and
Sunday. Ingrid and Francene brought a number of oscillating fans and citronella candles for use in the pavilion. Saturday was a
long day for the crew. The day started at 8:00 a.m. and ended around 4:00 p.m. On Sunday, the judges, tracklayers and committee
members arrived at the forest preserve at 5:45 a.m. to begin laying the tracks and setting up for the activities.

The terms positive punishment, negative punishment,
positive reinforcement, negative reinforcement are
scientific definitions of consequences when using op-
erant conditioning. Operant and classical condition-
ing are methods by which all animals (including hu-
mans) learn and have been used for centuries. These
theories have bee scientifically proven and are not
subject to individual i nterpretation or opinion.

Electronic Training Collar Issue — All envelopes were
opened and counted at the meeting. Taffy Wille and
Peggy Sue Sechafer verified the signature sheets to the
eligible voters list and separated the ballots and signature
sheets to maintain anonymity of each voter.

Merry Lee Hritsuk asked that Will Short also be n-
volved in the counting of the ballots. Taffy Wille, Peggy
Sue Seehafer and Will Short then counted and presented
the results to Vera Nyberg. Carolyn Pearson read the
following results.

Approved - 64
Opposed - 81
Abstained - 3

Taffy Wille reported that after she read the report in the
September Waggin’ Tales about what Will Short had
been told by the Animal House veterinary clinic, she
stopped in to get some clarification because Animal
House is her vet. In her conversations with the front
desk employees and the vet techs, Taffy was told that
they would not recommend against any training facility
because of the training methods used. When asked by
clinic clients, a list of available training classes are pro-
vided to the client. The Animal Clinic employees also
stated that they do not act as a middleman, should their
client express concerns to them about the training
classes. The clinics clients are told to go directly to the
training class individuals. Taffy stated that she was re-
lieved to hear what their policy was because the Animal
House clinic has provided the training club with a sig-
nificant number of referrals in the past.

Merry Lee Hritsuk stated that she has a signed letter
from her vet’s office, Countryside Animal Clinic, stating
that they would not recommend the training club, if we
allowed the use of electronic training collars. Although,
she had the letter at the September Membership Meet-
ing, she did not present the letter at the time because she
did not have it available to present to Tracey Mohr prior
