Meeting brought to order at 7:35 p.m.

Carolyn Pearson (Secretary). The December Meeting minutes
were approved as published.

Wendy Waddick (Second Vice-President) stated that she was
contacted by a vet tech from the Healthy Pets store in Aurora
offering to present a program at a membership meeting.

Phil Nuger (Treasurer) reported that he and Dana Weller are in
the process of transitioning the Treasurer duties. He is getting his
name on the signature cards for the accounts.

Will Short (Director of Training) stated that Marietta Huber and
Penny Brcich will be rotating as the new instructors for the 8:00
p.m. Open class. They will be replacing Bob Read who is
‘retiring’ from instructing. Will thanked Bob for all his work.

In response to the discussion about increasing the work credits
for assistant instructors, Dave Lewis made a motion to increase
the work credits of Assistant Instructors for all classes from 3 to 4
per session or quarter, effective January 1, 2015. Will Short
seconded the motion. The motion was approved by all members
present, with no one opposed or abstaining.

Donna announced that Barb Runkle is replacing Terri Byerly as
the 4-H Superintendent, who has resigned due to work
commitments.

Sue MacPherson (Membership Chairperson) stated that as
usual she has a small list of non-renewals that she will contact

Cindy Pakenas (Obedience Trial Chairperson) stated that Barb
Runkle is donating a supply of bone pins which were hand made
by her late husband, Rick. Cindy thanked Barb for donating them
and said that they will be used as stewards ID’s for the obedience
trial.

In response to Cindy’s question, the consensus of the Board
members was that it was not necessary to have food available for
trial exhibitors to purchase. It was agreed that free hot beverages
and sweets would again be offered to the exhibitors. Carolyn
stated that she will electronically submit to AKC the Judges Panel
for obedience and rally trial, this weekend.

David Lewis (Director at Large) stated that as of February 12th,
seven more club members now have access to the “Members-
Only” section. Additionally he stated that, in response to the
conversation at the January Membership meeting, he will work to
enable club members to generate a list of club members’ names,
city and state. The club member will then be able to click
individually on the name to get the contact information that the
member has determined to being published.

Accepting Credit Card Investigation

Dave Lewis reported that, in response to Donna’s request, he
investigated the process for accepting credit cards through
PayPal for club membership and activities. PayPal charges a flat
transaction fee, along with a percentage of each transaction and
a flat monthly fee. The details for each fee vary, depending on
the total number of dollars processed each month. Using last
year’s data, and assuming that about half of the people would use
credit cards, Dave determined that the club brings in roughly
$14,000 in dues, and would pay about $230 in transaction fees.
For nine correction clinics through the year, the club brings in
roughly $2,300 in entry fees and would pay roughly $120 in
transaction fees. Agility, obedience and tracking trials were not
included in this investigation. Since we would be accepting credit
cards through the web site, it is also necessary to purchase and
install an SSL certificate at a minimum yearly cost of $399,
depending on the level of encryption desired. Overall, there
would be an annual cost to the club of about $1,100. At the
conclusion of the discussion, there was a consensus of the board
that the club will not pursue accepting credit cards at this time.

Dave stated that, even if we do not accept credit cards, installing
an SSL certificate is a benefit. The certificate is used to encrypt
the data that travels between a user’s computer and the club’s
web site, and so would help safeguard passwords and other
personal information. This is the same procedure that, for
instance, banks use to safeguard their web sites. Additionally,
Google gives better rankings to sites that are secured with an
SSL certificate. A base-level certificate from a reputable vendor
costs about $399. Sue MacPherson made a motion to purchase
the certificate for $400. Wendy Waddick seconded the motion.
The motion was approved by all members present, with no one
opposed or abstaining.

Earning Work Credits by Family or Individual for Title Awards

There was discussion about who earns the works credits when
submitting for a title award. For example, in the situation of two
individuals who both earn titles on dogs and are the two voting
individuals in a family membership, who must earn the ten work
credits to be eligible for an award? After discussing the various
scenarios, it was decided to maintain consistency between the
work credits for membership dues and for title awards. Dave
made a motion that the ten work credits necessary to be eligible
for a title award may be earned by any family member or a
combination of family members. Will Short seconded the motion.
The motion was approved by all members present, with no one
opposed or abstaining.

Information Table Volunteers

As has been reported in the past, a volunteer who can provide
consistent coverage at the Information Table/Front Table is
extremely important to the club. This volunteer is typically the first
person that guest trainers and students encounter and must be
knowledgeable about the club. Additionally, this volunteer is
responsible for collecting the guest training fees, which
supplements our income. To encourage volunteers who can
commit to the job on a regular basis, it was recommended that we
offer a discount on dues, similar to what is offered to our

DeKaLe Doc WRITER WINs NATIONAL AWARDS

For the second year in a row, local dog writer Sharon Pflaumer won the largest
cash award in the Dog Writers Association of America (DWAA) Annual National
Writing Competition. Her article, “The Microchip: The Best Form of Permanent
Identification,” which ran in the October 28, 2014 issue of Dog News, won the
AKC Companion Animal Recovery Microchipping Awareness Special Award. The
$1500 prize was presented for the best article written about microchipping dogs
and pet recovery.

A second article written by Pflaumer for the 2014 Dog News Annual Issue,
“Freedom Dogs: Heroes for Heroes,” won a $350 prize in the same competition.
This special award was presented for the best article written about service dogs
that go above and beyond for their disabled human companions. It was
sponsored by Designated Dog, Inc., a clothing vendor whose philanthropic efforts
support many canine causes.

The DWAA awards were announced at a banquet held in New York City on February 15, 2015, the day before the Westminster
Kennel Club Show began. The regular and special award categories in the competition were judged by a panel of independent
writers as well as DWAA members.

This isn’t the first time Pflaumer’s work was recognized for excellence. In the 2011 DWAA National Writing Competition, her Dog
News article, “U.S. War Dogs,” won the $500 Planet Dog Foundation Sit. Speak. Act. Canine Service Special Award. It also
garnered Pflaumer her second Maxwell Medallion, the DWAA's highest honor. In the 2000 DWAA competition, Pflaumer won her
first Maxwell for an article written for Dog World, “Beating Bloat: An Analysis of Risk and Prevention.” The feature was named Best
Article of the Year in an All-breed Dog Magazine.

DWAA is a professional writers association whose members are involved in all aspects of the dog world: breeding and conformation
showing, performance and companion events, behavior and training, health and general care, and rescue and the human-animal
bond. They include journalists, artists, photographers, fiction writers, poets, historians and veterinarians.

In addition to Dog News and Dog World, Pflaumer’s articles have appeared in Animal Wellness, Dog Fancy, The Bark, Dogs in
Canada, Front and Finish, Off-Lead, Good Dog!, Poodle Variety, Poodle Review, | Love Cat, etc. When not writing, she enjoys
spending time with her two Miniature Poodles, who she says fill her days with laughter and love.
