Member Work Credits
FVDTC Members! It's not too early to be thinking about 2018. Regular Training Dues are $180, but you can 
earn a discount by working for the club.

Fox Valley Dog Training Club is hosting a heart clinic in conjunction with our trial. Two exams will be offered:

• An Auscultations Exam with a Doppler Echocardiogram, an Ultrasound of your dog’s heart

• or an  Auscultations Exam, which is listening to your dogs heart

Dr. Heidi Kellihan, DVM, DACVIM a Clinical Associate Professor of Cardiology at the University of Wisconsin 
-Madison will be performing the exams.

COSTS: Echocardiogram exam, which includes an auscultation exam too,  $250.00 per dog
